1. Procedure for the submission of the application
1.1 
Introduction
All Application forms are contained herein (Application File). Before completing your proposal, please make sure you have also carefully read the Work Programme.  
MEDIA Mundus grants are incentives to carry out actions which would not be feasible without this financial support. Based on the principle of co-financing, they complement the applicant's own financial contribution and/or national, regional or private assistance that has been obtained elsewhere. Subsidised actions may not benefit from any other European Union funding for the same activity.
MEDIA Mundus grants need to have a European added value. In view of the limited amount of financing available, certain types of projects are likely to be rejected if:

· projects would happen the same way without European financial contribution; the added value of the European contribution needs to be demonstrated.

· on the European side projects involve professionals from few territories without justifying the European added value of such project.  

When selecting the projects to be supported, the Commission will examine the range of proposals in order to achieve global coverage.   

Acceptance of an application by the Commission does not constitute an undertaking to award a financial contribution equal to the amount requested by the beneficiary. The awarding of a grant does not establish an entitlement for subsequent years.

Proposals should be prepared in English or French.

1.2 
The applicant group

Except for projects submitted under Action n°1-Option 1, applications must be submitted by a group meeting three criteria:

· the group shall have a minimum of three partners (including the coordinator). However, projects with only two partners (including the coordinator) may be admitted where the necessary networking is guaranteed. The networking is guaranteed if the coordinator of the project is a European network of audiovisual professionals/companies covering more than ten European Member States;
· the coordinator of the group must have its registered office in a Member State of the European Union or of Iceland, Liechtenstein or Norway
; Applications from "natural persons" (individuals) are not eligible.
· the group must include at least one co-beneficiary linked to the audiovisual sector which has its registered office in a non-EU country (other than Croatia and Switzerland
). Applications from "natural persons" (individuals) are not eligible.
For projects submitted under Action n°1-Option 1, applications must be submitted by a group meeting two criteria:
· the coordinator of the group must have its registered office in a Member State of the European Union or of Iceland, Liechtenstein or Norway; Applications from "natural persons" (individuals) are not eligible.

· the group must include at least one partner linked to the audiovisual sector which has its registered office in a non-EU country (other than Croatia and Switzerland). The partner can be an associated partner or a co-beneficiary (see below).  Applications from "natural persons" (individuals) are not eligible.

There are three different categories of partners:
The Coordinator

The coordinator is the leader of the group and bears overall project management responsibility. The coordinator acts as the conduit for all communications between the Commission and the proposal/project from its submission to its conclusion. The coordinator organises and manages the submission of a proposal including all of the documents needed and the project deliverables. The coordinator is a beneficiary and a partner, who is subject to supplementary rights and obligations towards the Commission, due to his functions as liaison between the participants and the Commission, being responsible for collecting, integrating and submitting project deliverables.

The Co-beneficiary
The co-beneficiary is a partner involved in the design and implementation of the project and contributing to its funding. If the project is selected, each co-beneficiary must sign a mandate, annexed to the grant,  by which he grants power of attorney to the coordinator to act in his name and for his account during the implementation of the project and undertakes to provide a particular financial contribution to the project. The costs incurred by a co-beneficiary for the action are eligible. The co-beneficiary shall also keep at the Commission's disposal all original documents relating to the agreement and agree that the Commission audit the costs related to the granted action. 

The Associated Partner
The associated partner is a partner who takes part in the implementation of the proposed activities of a project, but not to the same extent and at the same level of participation as a co-beneficiary; in particular, a partner cannot benefit from the Community funding.

Pre-registration

Pre-registration of proposals is recommended in order to help the Commission services to prepare the evaluation.

Acknowledgement of receipt
Within two weeks after receiving the email and the mail application, the Commission will dispatch an Acknowledgement of Receipt by e-mail to the person who sent the e-mail application to the Commission).

The sending of an Acknowledgement of Receipt by the Commission does not imply that a proposal has been accepted as eligible for evaluation.

Applicants, who have not received an Acknowledgement of Receipt by mid October 2011, should contact the Commission.
1.6 
Selection information

No changes to the dossier can be made after the application has been submitted. The Commission reserves the right to request additional information clarifying elements of the application. Applicants should give full and prompt replies to any such requests.

Only applications that fulfil the eligibility criteria will be considered for a grant. If an application is deemed ineligible, a letter indicating the reasons will be sent to the applicant.

Selected proposals will be subjected to a financial analysis, in connection with which the Commission may ask the persons responsible for the proposed actions to provide additional information and, if appropriate, guarantees.

The selection results will be published on the MEDIA website within two weeks following the grant award final decision, the decision is expected to be in January 2012.

The signature of agreements between the Beneficiary and the Commission will take place once all administrative procedures are finalised, estimated at the latest in April 2012.

Should an application be unsuccessful, the Commission will inform the applicant as soon as possible and in writing of the reasons for its decision with regard to the criteria established in the MEDIA Mundus Work Programme 2012.

No file or document submitted will be returned to applicants at the end of the evaluation and award procedure.

2. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

As the first step in the assessment and selection process, the Commission will check the applicants' compliance with the eligibility criteria. Failure to meet these criteria will result in the application being excluded from the selection process.

The eligibility criteria are the following:

1. The official application file must have been submitted by the deadline indicated in the Call for Proposals.

2. The project for which support has been requested must correspond to at least one of the actions/objectives of the MEDIA Mundus programme (see the Work Programme). 

3. The proposal must be submitted by a group whose coordinator has its registered office in a Member State of the European Union or in Iceland, Liechtenstein or Norway
. Applications from "natural persons" (individuals) are not eligible.
4. Except for projects submitted under Action n°1-Option 1, the applicant group needs to include at least one co-beneficiary linked to the audiovisual sector which has its registered office in a non-EU country (other than Croatia or Switzerland
). "Natural persons" (individuals) are not eligible.
5. For projects submitted under Action n°1-Option 1, the applicant group must include at least one partner linked to the audiovisual sector which has its registered office in a non-EU country (other than Croatia or Switzerland
). The partner can be an associated partner or a co-beneficiary.

6.  The group shall have a minimum of three partners (including the coordinator). However, projects with only two partners (including the coordinator) may be admitted where the necessary networking is guaranteed. The networking is guaranteed if the coordinator of the project is a European network of audiovisual professionals/companies covering more than ten European Member States;

3. GROUNDS FOR EXCLUSION

Applicants must state that they are not in any of the situations described in Articles 93(1), 94 and 96(2) of the Financial Regulation applicable to the general budget of the European Communities (Council Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002) and set out below. Applicants will be excluded from participating in this call for proposals if:

a.
they are bankrupt or being wound up, are having their affairs administered by the courts, have entered into an arrangement with creditors, have suspended business activities, are the subject of proceedings concerning those matters, or are in any analogous situation arising from a similar procedure provided for in national legislation or regulations;
b.
they have been convicted of an offence concerning their professional conduct by a judgment which has the force of res judicata;
c.
they have been guilty of grave professional misconduct proven by any means which the awarding authority can justify;
d.
they have not fulfilled obligations relating to the payment of social security contributions or the payment of taxes in accordance with the legal provisions of the country in which they are established or with those of the country of the contracting authority or those of the country where the contract is to be performed;
e.
they have been the subject of a judgment which has the force of res judicata for fraud, corruption, involvement in a criminal organisation or any other illegal activity detrimental to the Communities' financial interests;
f.
they are currently subject to an administrative penalty referred to in Article 96(1) of the Financial Regulation.

Applicants cannot receive any financial assistance if, at the time of the grant award procedure, they:

a.
are subject to a conflict of interest;

b.
are guilty of misrepresentation in supplying the information required by the awarding authority as a condition of participation in the grant award procedure, or fail to supply this information;
c.
are not in any of the situations of exclusion listed in Articles 93 and 1 of the Financial Regulation.
In accordance with Articles 93 to 96 of the Financial Regulation, administrative and financial penalties may be imposed on applicants who are guilty of misrepresentation or are found to have seriously failed to meet their contractual obligations under a previous agreement.

To respect these provisions, the coordinator and each co-beneficiary
 of the applicant group must certify that they are in none of the situations listed in Articles 93 and 94 of the Financial Regulation, by signing the 'Declaration of honour with respect to exclusion criteria' form in their application .
4. SELECTION CRITERIA

The selection criteria must allow verification of the applicants' financial and operational capacity to complete the proposed action or work programme.

4.1.
Operational capacity

The applicant group must have the professional skills and qualifications required to complete the proposed action. At the time of submitting the application, the applicant group must provide evidence of: 

· human and technological resources within the group (evaluated on the basis of the curricula vitae, stating all the relevant professional experience);
· solid experience within the organisation; 

· a satisfactory market share of audiovisual markets.

4.2.
Financial capacity

The applicants must have stable and sufficient sources of funding to maintain their activity throughout the period in which the proposed action is being carried out. This criterion will be evaluated on the basis of the following documents to be provided by the coordinator of the applicant group:

· The profit and loss accounts of the coordinating body and the balance sheet for the last two financial years for which accounts have been closed.

· The financial capacity form in the application file duly completed. The key data will be based on the coordinator's annual accounts for the last two financial years for which accounts have been closed.  The coordinating body shall guarantee that these figures are exact and verifiable.

· The bank identification form duly signed by the coordinating body and certified by the bank (original signatures required).

If, on the basis of the documents submitted, the Commission considers that the applicant's financial capacity has not been proven or is not satisfactory, it may:

-
request further information;

-
propose a grant agreement with a reduced rate of pre-financing;

-
propose a grant agreement without pre-financing.

Exemption

The financial capacity is not verified in the case of public bodies. If the coordinating body is in this situation, this should be mentioned in the appropriate form (Form B2 ) in the application file. 

4.3 
Audit 

Grant applications for an EU contribution over EUR 500,000 must be accompanied by an external audit report produced by an approved external auditor. This report shall certify the accounts of the coordinator for the last year available. This obligation does not apply to public bodies and secondary or higher education establishments. 

5. AWARD CRITERIA

The award criteria (see Work programme) are used to assess the quality of the proposals submitted in terms of the objectives and priorities set. Grants will be awarded within the limits of the budgetary resources available.

When selecting the projects to be supported, the Commission reserves its right to evaluate projects focusing on the same audiovisual markets (Latin America for example) against each other, in order not to duplicate projects but to achieve global coverage.

Eligible costs

The Estimated Budget must only state eligible costs.

Eligible costs of the action are costs actually incurred by the beneficiary, which meet the following criteria: 

· they are incurred during the duration of the action as specified in the grant agreement, with the exception of costs relating to final reports and certificates on the action’s financial statements and underlying accounts; 

· they are connected with the subject of the agreement and they are indicated in the estimated overall budget of the action; 

· they are necessary for the implementation of the action which is the subject of the grant; 

· they are identifiable and verifiable, in particular being recorded in the accounting records of the beneficiary and determined according to the applicable accounting standards of the country where the beneficiary is established and according to the usual cost-accounting practices of the beneficiary; 

· they comply with the requirements of applicable tax and social legislation; 

· they are reasonable, justified, and comply with the requirements of sound financial management, in particular regarding economy and efficiency. 

The beneficiary's internal accounting and auditing procedures must permit direct reconciliation of the costs and revenue declared in respect of the action with the corresponding accounting statements and supporting documents. 
Eligible Direct Costs Categories

The eligible direct costs for the action are those costs which, with due regard for the conditions of eligibility set out above, are identifiable as specific costs directly linked to the performance of the action and which can therefore be booked to it directly. 

1. Personnel costs

The cost of staff assigned to the action comprise actual salaries plus social security charges and other statutory costs included in the remuneration, provided these staff are remunerated in accordance with the normal practices and provided these are regarded as acceptable by the Commission. 

The costs of the administrative support to carry out the project are normally included as part of the overheads and not in personnel costs. The only exception to this is for co-ordination costs that can only be charged by the co-ordinating partner.

The three elements that must be used to calculate the total personnel costs that can be charged to the project are:

· working time to be charged must be recorded in time sheets throughout the duration of the project. The person in charge of the work/project manager designated by the beneficiary should certify the records at least once a month. Even though the costs for permanent staff cannot be charged to the project for the additional cost case, their working time must be recorded. The whole working time must be recorded, not just the time devoted to the project;

· remuneration costs charged should be taken from the payroll account and should be the total gross remuneration plus the employer’s portion of social charges (e.g. holiday pay, pension contributions, health insurance and social security payments);

· remuneration costs can be calculated individually for each staff member or as an average by category of staff (the method should however fairly represent actual labour costs).

Productive time is the total number of hours worked, excluding holidays, personal time, sick leave, or other allowances. In order to obtain an hourly rate, the salary costs must be divided by the productive time. Total productive hours can be obtained either on the basis of actual hours recorded in time sheets or on the basis of standard hours. In the latter they should represent the total workable hours based on the contract of employment less a provision for non-chargeable time such as holiday and sick leave (these must correspond to the actual situation of the beneficiary). Where productive hours are calculated based on standard hours, working time charged to the project should exclude overtime. On average, the Commission considers a figure of about 210 days or 1680 hours per full-time employee per year to be reasonable.
2. Travel and subsistence costs

Travel and subsistence allowances for staff and external experts taking part in the action, as long as their participation is necessary to carry out the action provided that they are in line with the beneficiary’s usual practices on travel costs or do not exceed the scales approved annually by the Commission. 
3. Equipment

Durable equipment charged to the agreement must be specifically required for the project, have an expected life equal to or greater than the duration of the work under the agreement and must be capitalised in the books of the beneficiary according to the national accounting rules. Depreciation can be calculated on equipment which has been purchased after the start date of the agreement.

Durable equipment costs are charged to the project by means of depreciation calculations and percentage of the use of the equipment for the project. 
4. Consumables and supplies

Costs of consumables and supplies, provided that they are identifiable and assigned to the action.

Consumables shall relate to the purchase, fabrication, repair or use of any materials, goods or equipment and software which:

· do not have a life expectancy greater than the duration of the work under the contract; 

· are not placed in the inventory of durable equipment of the beneficiary; 

· are not treated as capital expenditure in accordance with the accounting conventions and policies of the beneficiary. 

This category of costs covers access rights or licences for software but does NOT include office supplies, mailing, utilities, etc. which are covered in the overheads category. No direct charge shall be made for consumables where it is the usual practice of the contractor to include these costs in actual overheads.
5. Other direct costs

Other specific direct costs than those in the categories set out above. These include, in particular, costs arising directly from requirements imposed by the agreement (dissemination of information, specific evaluation of the action, audits, translations, reproduction, etc.), including the costs of any financial services (especially the cost of financial guarantees and financial transfer costs). Such costs may also include specific costs incurred by the co-ordinator for fulfilling his responsibilities as the body responsible for the overall management of the action and the co-ordination of the beneficiaries. In addition, they may also include such items as costs related to organisation of seminars, workshops, conferences, including rental of meeting rooms, production of brochures and other dissemination material etc. They may also include the cost of subcontractors. This cost should be reasonable and reflect the normal price of the market. Subcontracts are to be awarded to the tender offering best value for money, i.e. the one offering the best price-quality ratio, in compliance with the principles of transparency and equal treatment for potential beneficiaries, care being taken to avoid any conflict of interests.
Eligible Indirect Costs (Overhead)

These costs represent the beneficiary's general administrative costs. They are considered as eligible when they relate indirectly to the implementation of the proposed action but do not fall into any of the above-mentioned categories. 

These costs should be in line with the principles set out in this guide. They cannot exceed a flat-rate amount of 7% of the total eligible direct costs of the action (budget headings 1+2+3+4+5) and may not include costs entered under another budget heading. 

Overhead costs encompass the following categories: 

Premises and related expenses (e.g. rent, insurance …) 

Office expenses and consumables (e.g. telephone, postal services, photocopies …) 

A flat rate overhead of 7% of the total eligible direct costs can be charged to the project. 
Non-allowable costs

The following costs are not allowed:

· return on capital;

· debt and debt service charges;

· provisions for losses or potential future liabilities;

· interest owed;

· doubtful debts;

· exchange losses;

· VAT, unless the beneficiary can show that he/she is unable to recover it according to the applicable national legislation;

· costs declared by a beneficiary and covered by another action or work programme receiving a EU grant;

· excessive or reckless expenditure;

· any costs related to the preparation of the proposal for the projects.
