Section 5. 

Additional specifications concerning the eligibility of cross border proposals are added here. This is due to continuing applications from companies without any distribution operations in the territory (for Selective to get the point? And Automatic to get the fund.) Therefore the text is explicitly amended as a clarification.
Please note that applications will normally only be considered as eligible in the territory where the applicant is registered. If the applicant is not registered in the territory in the case of the U.K., Nederlands, Belgium, France, Denmark, Finland, Norway, Sweden, Austria, Germany, Poland, Italy, Spain, Portugal, Greece, Romania, Bulgaria and Switzerland, they will not be eligible.

 They may be considered as eligible in other territories if they have provided written evidence of the functioning of a theatrical distribution operation working in the territory concerned, together with copies of any contracts or service agreements. 

These last provisions concerning the territory do not apply to the following territories: Belgium and Luxembourg; Switzerland and Liechtenstein; Greece and Cyprus; United Kingdom and Ireland.

5.1. The specification of Digital or Virtual Print Fees as an eligible cost is added.

Costs that are specific to digital distribution (master or any other digital equivalent of the inter-negative and duplication costs) are thus eligible. Digital or "Virtual" Print Fees are included.
9.1. Specific wording for consolidation added. Text amended clarifying the practice (since June 2009) of grouping awards = or les than 25,000 into a single contract.

Small Awards & Consolidation.

All those awards per film and territory which are equal to or less than 25,000€ are considered to be small awards.

As a simplification and adaptation of the administrative modalities of issuing Grant Agreements, a consolidated contract will be issued in the case of multiple small awards for a single beneficiary. The consolidated contract will contain the small awards for each beneficiary granted at the same deadline and for the same territory. The list of awarded projects will be enclosed with the agreement (annex I) and no modification to this list will be possible. In case a film is not released, the related granted amount will be reduced accordingly.
9.4. 

Specification of Council of Europe (Eurimages) funding added. This "rule" has existed for many years without being spelt out in the Guidelines.

Subsidised actions may not benefit from any other Union or Eurimages funding for the same activity. (Eurimages. i.e.  European cinema support from the Council of Europe).

9.5. Specification of Digital or Virtual Print Fees are included in the specifications of the eligible costs.
Digital "Virtual" Print Fees are eligible provided that there is no direct commercial link between the applicant company and the cinemas.
9.6. Personnel costs added to the list of ineligible costs. They have never been eligible but occasionally someone would make the mistake as it was not explicit.
